We know the Conifer community wanted
access to more public hours. This new space
will do just that — provide daytime hours
previously only available in the summer.
However, with the help of the community, we
can take it a step further.

JCPL was the first library in the country to offer a card-
accessed, free-standing, self-service library at its West
Arvada Express location. The introduction of this technology
has been successful and the patrons in Arvada love the
expanded library access it provides.

With the Conifer Library, the addition of this technology
could expand the hours for patrons to access resources.

Our scope of work does not cover the inclusion of this
technology today. With the generosity of a community
partner, we can take our already expanded hours and give
the community more convenient hours to access the library.

The space we've selected has ample, well-lit parking, steady
traffic and easy accessibility — it's the perfect place for
extended, after-hours access. Ten-year gift recognition.
